General Alerting Message – Pacific Region  Civil Air Patrol will be conducting a Training Exercise (PCREX#3) named “Seismic Survey” during the period of August 16th through August 31st . FLIGHT OPERATIONS MAY NOT BEGIN BEFORE AUGUST 19th.

Each Wing is expected to set up an Operations Staff for this exercise and will obtain a mission number from their State Director. 

Each wing will confirm points of contact with the Pcrex#3 Exercise Director ( NO LATER THAN 2 AUGUST 2006 2100 PST)  via Email and follow up phone call to 805-349-0049 or Cell 805-714-3611.

Members are encouraged to participate if available. 

PCR Wings can expect pre-exercise peripheral tasking inputs  to begin 16 August 2006.  PCR Region Wings, PCR Wings should begin planning for tasking 16 August and should be ready to start executing the tasks beginning 19 August to 31 August 2006. PCR Wings can expect  14 days of continuous informational  and tasking inputs from Pacific Region Exercise Control Staff (beginning 16 August 2006 and extending to 31 August 2006).  

This exercise will focus on active seismic locations throughout Pacific Region

The tasking will be divided into 3 Tasking Phases:

ALTHOUGH THIS AN EXERCISE  THE TASKS ARE  REAL AND ARE IN SUPPORT OF THE U. S. Geological Survey EARTHQUAKE HAZARDS TEAM located in Menlo Park , Ca. THE USGS WILL BE UTILIZING DELIVERABLES THAT ARE PRODUCED BY THE PCR WINGS.  

1. Phase1 ( ALL PCR WINGS) will consist of Photo Recon tasking of Specific Targets of Interest to United States Geoligic Survey (USGS) Note: USGS has provided the actual targets of interest  to PCREX #3  Exercise Control Staff. Sucess of this phase will depend on the deliverable’s provided to the USGS. Phase 1 will run from 16 August to 20 August  with all deliverables due to the Exercise Control Staff by 21 August.  The the Exercise Control Staff will provide the Phase 1 deliverable’s to USGS by 22 August 2006.

2. Phase 2a will consist  of a Transport and Photo Recon mission that will include Washington, Oregon,Nevada, and California Wings.  A USGS Geologist will be transported from Seattle Washington to Paso Robles California . The geoligist  will photograph Seismic Targets of interest during the transport flight.  The Four Wings will be expected to coordinate their operations  so that the USGS Geologist  can complete the survey within two days. This Phase will begin on 25 August and will conclude 31 August . Phase 2b will require a Air Com Relays  to and from the  Transport Aircraft to the PCREX Control Staff located at Santa Maria, Ca. for possible retasking. Phase 2c All PCR Wings will receive tasking that is concurrent with the Transport flight.

3. Phase3 ( ALL PCR WINGS) will consist of Photo Recon tasking of Specific Targets of Interest to United States Geoligic Survey (USGS) Note: USGS has provided the actual targets of interest  to PCREX #3  Exercise Control Staff. Sucess of this phase will depend on the deliverable’s provided to the USGS. Phase 3 will run from 20 August to 27 August  with all deliverables due to the Exercise Control Staff by 21 August.  The the Exercise Control Staff will provide the Phase 1 deliverable’s to USGS by 28 August 2006. ( Note that Phase 3 will be run concurrently with Phase 1)

Mission and tasking details will be provided in Exercise Message Traffic to follow. Each Exercise Message is important to the success of this mission, and should be considered as both informational and actionable. In accordance with CAP-USAF directives, the Wing’s Satellite Digital Imaging System (SDIS) capability must be exercised during the course of this exercise.  Tatical  communication pathways will also be exercised to include the CAP radio network ( Real time retasking of Aircraft by the Exercise Control Staff may be required.)

Exercise messages will begin with the statement “Begin Exercise Message”  and conclude with the statement “End Exercise Message.”  Members should be alert for the possibility that an exercise message is interpreted as an actual mission tasking.  Contact your leadership to clarify tasking before you begin!
