TWO AGENCIES THAT CAN PROVIDE RESEARCH AND EDUCATION THAT IS USEFUL FOR SEISMIC DISASTER PREPARADNESS ---UPI

The U.S. Geological Survey (USGS) (Website: www.usgs.gov) serves the Nation by providing reliable scientific information to

describe and understand the Earth; 

2.
minimize loss of life and property from natural disasters; 

3.
manage its water, biological, energy, and mineral resources; and 

4.
enhance and protect the quality of life.

The USGS provides both educational and research services for geological related disasters including earthquakes, volcanoes and tsunamis.  They have a wealth of web resources including the Natural hazards Support System which tracks real time information on all natural hazards including earthquakes and hurricanes.   They have a comprehensive earthquake and volcano hazards programs, which includes extensive, educational and research information.  Under their  “browse science topics”  section they include a section on Natural Hazards. (http://www.usgs.gov/science/)

The National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA) (website: www.noaa.gov) conducts research and gathers data about the global oceans, atmosphere, space and sun, and applies this knowledge to science and service that touch the lives of all Americans.

Although many people think of NOAA as primarily a climate and weather related agency, their National Geophysical Data Center (NGDC) features scientific research data to include natural hazards data on earthquakes, volcanoes, and tsunamis. (http://www.ngdc.noaa.gov/seg/hazard/hazards.shtml) The NGDC also includes the Earth Observation Group which is home to the Defense Meteorological Satellite Program (DMSP) Archive. In addition to maintaining the archive, the EOG performs research on the data as well as creating products.  The DMSP is a Department of Defense (DoD) program run by the Air Force Space and Missile Systems Center (SMC). The DMSP designs, builds, launches, and maintains satellites monitoring the meteorological, oceanographic, and solar-terrestrial physics environments
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
