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 Tsunami is the name of the web site maintained by the University of Washington and by the Department of Earth and Space Sciences.  Among other objectives, it provides what to do in the event of a tsunami.
 A news release from NOAA, Jan 14, 2005 stated plans are to expand the U.S. tsunami detection and warning capabilities as a contribution of the Global Earth Observation System of Systems or GEOSS.  Sixty countries, the European Commission, and more than 40 international organizations are supporting the development of the global Earth Observation System.
 If high enough in magnitude, earthquakes will cause Tsunamis.  Between June 30 and July 11, 2006, there were sixteen earthquakes on the western coastline of Alaska between 4.4 and 5.9 magnitude, none of which was strong enough to create a tsunami.
 As of May 30, 2006 there were 29 Tsunami ReadyTM sites in 7 states, with 4 on the west coast of Alaska, Washington, Oregon, and California.
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
