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HAWAII WING MONTLY SAFETY REPORT

The monthly safety meeting was convened at 1900 hours, Thursday, January 15, 2004. 

The following topics were discussed during the safety meeting.

1. Flight release documentation and procedures

2. Glider towing accident at Dillingham Airfield (sic).

3. New arrival and departure procedure at Honolulu International Airport.

4. Mid-air collision avoidance in the area of a parachuting activity.

Pilots must ensure that they obtain a proper flight release from a duly appointed Flight Release Officer (FRO) and that all required documentation is completed, prior to and after the flight.  Pilots who do not comply with CAP regulations may find that may have to absorb the costs stemming from an accident and be subject to disciplinary action.

Pilots shall always contact the FRO at the conclusion of the flight to ensure that the FRO is informed that the flight was safely concluded.  

A glider towing accident was discussed at the safety meeting.  The accident occurred when a light twin aircraft, during the land rollout, collided with a glider towline that was suspended in a tree and was draped across the active runway. 

It was reported that the accident could have been prevented if those responsible for observing the status of the towline had alerted the landing aircraft that the towline was suspended in a tree and crossed the active runway.  The personnel in the glider tow truck were unaware of the towline location and condition.

HEADS-UP!!!  Visual Flight Rules (VFR) arrival and departure procedures at the Honolulu International Airport have been changed, again!  The arrival and departure have been reverted to the profiles that existed prior to September 11, 2001.  The Pearl Harbor Temporary Flying Restriction (TFR) has been contracted.  Pilots should ensure that they update themselves on the VFR arrival and departure procedure and the new TFR limits prior to conducting flights to and from Honolulu International Airport.

Lastly, the January 2004 Sentinel reported a mid-air collision accident that occurred on final approach in VFR conditions at an uncontrolled airfield.  A Cessna Caravan collided with a membership furnished CAP Cessna 172 on final approach. 

The Caravan descended into the C-172.   This accident is especially relevant to Hawaii in view of the parachuting operations both private and military that occur on Oahu’s north shore.  This accident serves as reminder to that CAP pilots that we must be exceptionally vigilant when flying in areas where parachute operations are on-going.
