...ESTELLE WEAKENING RAPIDLY AND TURNING WESTWARD...
 
SATELLITE IMAGERY CONTINUES TO SHOW A RAPIDLY WEAKENING TROPICAL 
STORM ESTELLE TO THE EAST SOUTHEAST OF THE BIG ISLAND OF HAWAII. 
LITTLE OR NO DEEP CONVECTION REMAINS WITHIN THE SYSTEM AND WITH THE  
REMNANT HIGH CLOUD DEBRIS BEING CARRIED NORTH IN THE UPPER LEVEL 
SOUTHERLY FLOW EAST OF A TROUGH OVER THE HAWAIIAN ISLANDS...THE LOW 
LEVEL CIRCULATION HAS BEEN COMPLETELY DECOUPLED FROM THE WINDS ALOFT.
THUS THE INITIAL MOTION IS BECOMING MORE WESTERLY...NOW 290/6...AS 
MOVEMENT IS DICTATED MORE STRICTLY BY THE TRADE WIND FLOW BELOW 400 
MILLIBARS...OR 25000 FEET.

THE CURRENT INTENSITY OF 45 KT REMAINS GENEROUS GIVEN THE SHEARED 
STATE OF THE STORM AND THE RAPID RATE OF DECAY. SIX HOUR OLD 
SCATTEROMETER ONLY SHOWED A MAXIMUM WIND IN THE CIRCULATION OF 
ESTELLE OF 40 KT  AT LOW CLOUD LEVEL NORTH OF THE SYSTEM. HAVE 
CONTINUED THE WEAKENING OF ESTELLE EVEN MORE RAPIDLY THAN EARLIER 
BULLETINS GIVEN THIS CURRENT RATE OF DECAY...ONLY KEEPING THE SYSTEM 
ABOVE TROPICAL STORM STRENGTH FOR THE NEXT 24 HOURS. ESTELLE MAY 
WELL MAINTAIN TROPICAL DEPRESSION STATUS FOR SOME TIME BEYOND THIS 
DUE TO ITS MOVEMENT BENEATH REDUCED SHEAR...CONVECTION INDUCED BY 
WARMER SEA SURFACE TEMPERATURES AND COOLER AIR UNDER THE TROUGH 
ALOFT AND MOMENTUM.

THE INITIAL MOTION HAS PUT ESTELLE ON A SLIGHTLY MORE WESTERLY 
TRACK...WITH A RATHER SLUGGISH FORWARD MOTION. THE FORECAST MOVES 
ESTELLE WEST-NORTHWESTWARD FOR 24 HOURS...THEN WESTWARD THROUGH 72 
HOURS...WITH A TURN TOWARD THE WEST SOUTHWEST THEREAFTER IN 
ACCORDANCE WITH THE BETA ADVECTION MODELS. THE CURRENT TRACK IS 
SOUTH OF THE PREVIOUS TRACK PAST SOUTH POINT ON THE BIG ISLAND... 
BUT STILL SOME DISTANCE NORTH OF THE BETA ADVECTION SHALLOW AND 
MEDIUM WHILE IN ACCORDANCE WITH THEIR DIRECTION BEYOND 72 HOURS.
