Other briefed items:

- Our Wing Commander, Col Stan Fernandez, visited the squadron with good news

  -- He presented a check to Wheeler from the Makakilo Lion's Club for $300 for aircraft maintenance.  Thanks to Tony Ferrara for the work with the Lions!

  -- He briefed the need for volunteers in the Family Day march from Ft DeRussy to Kapiolani Park via Kalakaua avenue ... CAP will be carrying all 50 state flags, so we need some 25 volunteers to carry flags!

  -- We need to recruit more seniors, especially pilots ... wing will work on getting us the funding to fly

- We have funded flying this weekend through next weekend.  Please send your availability, requirements, and needs to Carol Perry (info copy me) and we will get training done.  We are concentrating on Tsunami profiles this session, but we will also have training sessions for Form 5s/Form 91, Observer, Scanner training, etc.  We will have 10 hours per aircraft, so get your requirments in early!

- Working on presenting a flight clinic for the Wing, specifically a Mountain clinic, on 6-7 September, as we haven't had one for a long time. We are trying to coordinate it with a funded flying opportunity to get everyone here to attend.  Other things we can include are training sessions on the aircraft equipment (radios, GPS, PA system, etc.), practicing EGRESS proceedures, emergency equipment review (what's really in that life vest we wear and what do we use it for?), a visit from the FAA (community relations, of course) ... if you have knowledge of any of these topics or would like to brief them, please let me know so we can get sessions planned.

- We now have the PIFs (Pilot Information File) on the Wheeler webpage (http://hiwg.cap.gov/wheeler/).  If you have items of interest to Wheeler aircrews, please pass them through our Ops personnel so we can have them posted.  In addition, we have a NOTAMs website (https://www.notams.faa.gov) to look up NOTAMs that affect our operations.  Wheeler will be publishing airfield closure NOTAMs with greater frequency in the next few months, so please check them out prior to operating from the field!  Let's be professional pilots operating from Wheeler.  And don't forget, if you depart from Wheeler with a destination of any other airfield (except HNL), you must file a flight plan through Base Ops if the tower is in operation.

- Aircraft wash and wax next meeting night, 1 Jul 03, with pizza supplied.  Not sure if the pizza will be before or after the wash, but it will be there.  Lots of elbows to help means little time taken.  Plan an early show (1800 instead of 1900) to take advantage of daylight ... or ... we could wax the aircraft under the bright hangar lights!

- Disaster in our meeting hall ... two weeks ago, while Mililani was getting 4 days of T-storms with 5-7 inches at a pop, the concrete stairwell behind our building (accessing the barbershop) flooded because of a clogged drain.  The excess water filled up the stairwell and finally overflowed into the building over the door threshhold, putting about an inch of water on the floor in several places.  Carpet is soaked, beginning to mildew, and more badness, so we're trying to get CE for a repair, but it has increased our intensity to get Wheeler folks to give us our new space.
